Or head to the Amber Museum, a museum filled with a
unique collection of valuable Dominican amber which is
semiprecious tree sap that has hardened for millions of
years capturing many fossils of plant and insect life.

DAY 6: SUN, DEC 27 - SAN JUAN, PUERTORICO
Founded in 1521, San Juan’s picturesque cobblestone
streets, plazas and chapels reflect its Spanish heritage.
But the second oldest city in the Americas also boasts
fine beaches, lush rainforests, verdant mountainsides,
imposing forts and a lovely tropical climate.

DAY 7: MON, DEC 28 - BASSETERRE, ST.KITTS

St. Kitts is home to some of the best examples of West
Indian architecture, all of which is set amid a dramatically
beautiful landscape.
