DAY 5: FRI, JULY 10 - PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND

This morning we'll continue following the Acadian Trail,
making a stop at Le Pays de la Sagouine. Here we will
have an Acadian experience featuring music, plenty

of laughter, and an incredible lunch. This afternoon our
coach heads toward the Confederation Bridge & Prince
Edward Island. This amazing structure is an attraction in
itself! We are welcomed at Gateway Village, featuring
crafts, souvenirs, and food pavillions.

BADDECK, CAPE BRETON, NOVA SCOTIA
