DAY 3: WEDNESDAY, AUGUST 26 - CHARLOTTETOWN

DAY 5: FRIDAY, AUGUST 28 - NORTH CAPE

Following our breakfast this morning, we will begin
our day of touring and start our adventure by heading
up to the North Cape. We'll visit the PEI Potato
museum. Located in the community of O’Leary in
the western part of Canada’s smallest province, it is
surrounded by fertile potato growing fields where
the humble potato has played an important role in
the economy for many years. The museum depicts
an interesting display of the potato industry, and
houses a large collection of farm implements and
machinery related to the growing and harvesting of
potatoes. In fact, this museum contains the largest
exhibit of potato artifacts in the world! Back to the
main highway we continue on our northwestern
drive, reaching North Cape close to lunch. Here we
will enjoy the spectacular view and learn about the
North Cape Wind Farm; which was developed by the
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Prince Edward Island Energy Corporation. It consists
of 16 Vestas wind turbines, each rated at 660 kW,
for a total installed capacity of 10.56 megawatts
(MW) - enough to power over 4,000 homes. There
will be time for lunch on your own. Next, we'll visit
the amazing Bottle Houses. Here we will witness
over 25,000 recycled bottles ingenuously cemented
together to create this unique attraction. After these
wonderful excursions, we'll complete our day with an
included dinner. (B) (D)

DAY 6: SATURDAY, AUGUST 29 - RIVERE DU LOUP
After our included breakfast, we say goodbye to
Prince Edward Island and turn our watches back as
we travel back across the Confederation Bridge en
route to Riviere Du Loup for our final night together.
